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Parkway Baptist Preschool is a kindergarten readiness.  Our goal is to prepare every child who attends Parkway physically, mentally, socially, spiritually, and academically for elementary school.  All of our programs, enrichment classes and classroom activities are designed to inure that we achieve this objective.  Our academic curriculum was written several years ago after thorough research and is continually evolving to meet the demands of the changing elementary requirements.  In March prior graduation the children eligible for kindergarten are give the Georgia Kindergarten Readiness.  Our program has an excellent reputation and is recommended by many of the area schools.
Kindergarten Readiness Class – (Young 5) – This class is especially designed for children who turn 5 years old before January 1st and either just miss the cut off for entering kindergarten or children whose parents’ have decided that it would be better if their child had another year to mature before going to kindergarten.  While the curriculum for this class is the same as the two Pre-K classes, due to their ages the students are able to master the areas of study more quickly.  While exceptions to the eligibly requirements are considered all children in the class should have excellent fine motor skills able to cut with scissors and write upper and lower case letters with a pencil.

Two Year old Curriculum
The primary focus of the two year old program is to provide a loving and supportive atmosphere while introducing the concepts of colors, numbers, shapes and letters. These ideas are explored during circle and center time, thru art projects and singing, dancing and finger plays.  The teachers prepare weekly themes that are age appropriate and promote conversation.

Enrichment Classes

All of the classes at Parkway participate in three enrichment programs each week.  

KidsFitness is a program designed to promote large motor skill development.

The class is held on the third floor in the Fellowship Hall.  The fitness teacher introduces activities designed to increase flexibility, balance, strength and endurance.  
Chapel is a weekly class that teaches the basics of Christianity.  Prior to Christmas all classes learn about the birth of Jesus which prepares them for our Christmas program.  After the Christmas break the two year old classes learn more about loving God and loving their neighbor.  The three year old classes concentrate on the Old Testament “heroes” and the pre-k students learn more about the life of Jesus.

Mother Goose is a weekly two year old enrichment class.  The enrichment teacher selects a traditional nursery rhyme and presents it to each two year old class in an interactive and meaningful manner.  For an example, when she presents the rhyme Jack be Nimble.. each student will have the opportunity to jump over an unlit candle stick.

Science-Spanish-Social Studies is a curriculum designed for the three year old classes.  Each topic is explored for approximately 9 weeks.  The classes are fun and educational.  The science topics include the body, the 5 senses colors, magnets, life cycles of a frog and butterfly and chlorophyll to name a few.  Spanish is not conversational.  The teacher introduces simple words such as colors and numbers.  In social studies the children learn the names of all the continents and the teacher selects 9 countries for the children to learn more about such as the capital, the food, the children and a historic land mark.
Health and Safety are enrichment classes designed particularly for the four year old children who are becoming more independent and have less direct supervision once they attend elementary school.  Health topics include, dental health, grooming, nutrition, and hand washing.  Safety topics include car safety, bus safety, Halloween safety, fire safety, and tornado safety.  The teacher also reviews how to call 911 if there is an emergency.
We are hoping to add a new enrichment class for the four year olds next year.  If we are able to secure personal, child friendly tablets or other devices we are planning on adding Technology as a new class.  If this is the case the children will have all three enrichment classes on a rotating basis.
